Pupils from Year 4 to Year 6 are still able to have a school meal if they 

wish to do so. Payment can then be made once the new system is up and running. The cost of a meal will 

remain at £2.40 per day. Many thanks for your patience and continued support. 

 

If you are in receipt of Universal credit, income support, job seekers allowance etc. and wish to apply for free 

school meals, please complete an application via the City and County of Swansea website, or contact the 

school office who will be able to assist you. If you are eligible for this grant, you will also be able to apply for a 

school uniform grant.
